4. Choral Director Report – Ms. Carbajal
a. Carolfest at Stan State was a great success!
b. The choir is scheduled to perform the National Anthem at a few home basketball games and wrestling matches when we return from break.
c. The portable PA system has arrived!  The condenser microphones are back ordered.  When they arrive we will have a whole portable system for choir to use at any campus or community event and be heard!
d. The rest of the new choir dresses arrived last week.  Since we did not have the full inventory for everyone to wear for the Holiday concerts, my goal is to have them ready to go for festival season in March.
e. We have plenty of choir robes, all still in great shape.  The choir stoles have disappeared.  We only have 17 stoles inventoried at the moment.  There should be a box somewhere in this building, we just need to find them.  We have the possibility of ordering new robes/stoles next year, so I’m not too worried.  The robe design and fabric we have are not in production anymore.
f. Mrs. Carbajal is requesting the use of Prop 28 funds for a final music & storage library purchase.  The total cost should be between $400-$600.  Each school site with a choir was allotted $1000 to use for music purchases for the school year.  Since our choir is one of the largest in the district now, we have already gone through that cost with the first 2 concerts and the  Honor Choir materials.  IF the cost is not approved through the school site, I may turn to boosters for some help.
